1. Create a border around the card by stamping
the Mini Sun in marigold ink. Use the
StampRight™ placement line to determine the
position of the image. Clean the stamps each
time before re-inking them with a new color.

2. Stamp the Mini Puppy in black ink.

3. Using a dry brush, fill in the marigold ink
between the rays of sun.

4. Carefully sponge background in sky blue ink &
dry brush between the Sun & Puppies.

5. Carefully sponge fresh green ink to create a
background & dry brush between the Sun &
Puppies.

6. Stamp Bitty Grass in fresh green ink.
