1.  Create a border around the card by 
stamping the Mini Fish in royal blue. Use the 
StampRight™ placement line to determine 
the position of the image. Rotate the stamp 
between impressions. Clean the stamps each 
time before re-inking them with a new color. 
Leave enough space for subsequent images. 

2.  Stamp the Tiny Tile in cyan.

3.  Stamp the Mini Sea Flowers in tropical green.

4.  Stamp the Tiny Seaweed in opera pink.

5.  Stamp the Tiny Flowers in orange.
