1.  Create a border around the card by stamping 
the Mini Dogwood Flowers in petal pink. Use 
the StampRight™ placement line to determine 
the position of the image. Rotate the stamp 
between impressions. Clean the stamps each 
time before re-inking them with a new color. 

2.  Stamp the Mini Dogwood Flowers in pink.
3.  Stamp the Mini Dogwood Flowers in amethyst.
4.  Stamp the Tiny Leaf in olive, rotating the leaf 

stems toward the flowers. 
5.  Stamp the Mini Branch in pinecone, rotating 

the leaf stems toward the flowers.
6.  Stamp the Tiny Berry in amethyst.
